
You will select your housing for next year 
through the housing selection portal, accessed 
on your “MyRC” portal. 
 

If you have not paid your tuition/housing deposit 
of $800 or any balances within the business      
office you will not be able to access the housing 
selection portal.    
 

If you are eligible to live off campus without 
choosing off campus during housing selection 
(see criteria below), but you choose an on      
campus space and after June 15 decide to live off 
campus, you will lose $300 of your  deposit. 
 

You will be eligible to select housing based on 
the number of credits you have earned (as of the 
end of the fall semester), just like with pre-
registration.  The housing selection portal will be 
open to all students on April 2.  However, you 
will not be able to choose a room until your   
designated date and time (see “Housing Selec-
tion Schedule”).  The date/time you are eligible 
to choose a room will be available to you at a 
later date on Web Advisor. 
 

All students (including students abroad and     
former returners who contact us) will be           
assigned a date/time to participate but only 
about 75% of students will actually participate 
(those who will not participate include           
most graduating seniors, students already off 
campus, students going abroad next year,        
students transferring, etc.)   

Off campus selection will take place through the   
housing selection portal at the same time as       
selection for on campus rooms. 
If you are interested in living off campus next year 
you must select the “off campus” option in the 
housing selection portal unless you meet at least 
one of the following criteria: 

You have lived in the Roanoke Valley (30 mile 
radius from campus) for at least 6 months 
prior to first enrollment at RC or live with a 
parent, sibling, or grandparent who lives 
within 30 miles of campus 
You are married 
You are 23 years old (before the beginning of 
fall 09 term) 
You are a military veteran 
You have received and ACCEPTED an off  
campus offer in the past and currently live 
off campus 

If you have received and accepted an off campus 
offer in the past and you have since moved back 
on campus, you are not eligible for off campus   
living next year unless you receive an off campus 
space by participating in the housing selection 
process or you meet one of the above criterion.   
If you receive an off campus space you are           
allowed to take one other  roommate of your 
choosing (same gender) with you.   
If you receive an off campus space, $300 of your 
$800 deposit will be credited towards your tuition.  
you will not receive the $300 in back in either cash 
or check. 
If you do not receive an off campus space during 
housing selection, you may enter the waiting list 
in the event the need arises for more students to 
live off campus at a later date. 
If you receive an off campus space, and later      
decide you want to live on campus, you may       
select from whatever rooms are still available until 
the housing selection portal closes. 
42 males and 36 females will receive off campus 
status for next year (this number includes pulled 
roommates). 
A campus–wide committee will hear appeals from 
students who do not receive off campus status 
during the housing selection process and who 
wish to do so.  The committee will meet about 
one week after the housing selection process has 
closed.  Please note, only extenuating circum-
stances will be considered.

Spring is just around the corner  and housing selection for next year is quickly approaching.  Housing selection is the time and process when  you will request your housing choice and roommate for 2009-2010.   Unless you are graduating in May or 
you meet the qualifications for off campus status, you must select a room for fall during the housing selection process.  If you do not choose a room, one will be selected for you prior to the beginning of next fall.  No one knows more about where 

you would like to live than you.  It is in your best interest to choose your room yourself! Housing selection is very specific and can be confusing.

Committee will hear appeals for off campus housing. 

Each year due to changes in the student body and 
special interest groups that need housing, the 
current housing composition is re-evaluated and 
reallocated accordingly.  Due to these realloca-
tions some students will be displaced from their 
current room assignment.  Displaced residents 
are not permitted to squat their current 
rooms.  However,  displaced residents will be able 
to select  another room before anyone else in 
their seniority group.  All displaced residents will 
receive a letter indicating such status at a later 
date.   An example of a displaced resident is a 
roommate of a current RA.  Residents in current 
freshman halls are not considered to be dis-
placed. 

Because double rooms comprise the majority of on campus living space, students are encouraged to seek roommates.  You are advised to seriously consider your roommate 
choice.  The experiences you have with a roommate will have a significant impact on your entire college experience, including study habits and social activities.  To help you choose a 
roommate consider the following questions:  Should I live with a friend?   Should I live with a stranger? Do I share common interests with this person?  Do I share the same meaning of 
clean?  Is this person an early riser or a night owl?  Do I want my room to be a social environment or a study area?  How does this person feel about guests? etc…       
  
You should not choose a roommate simply because that person will get to choose a room before others! 
 
The College offers a limited number of single rooms.  An additional charge (depending on the building—see :Room & Board Costs” above) will be added to your room and board 
bill.  Please  remember that the demand for singles is usually higher than availability and have a roommate in mind in the event that you do not get a single room in housing selection.

In an effort to consolidate our resident athletes to lessen potential liabilities during breaks and in 
consideration of economics and sustainability, limited space will be available to athletes before the 
process is open to the general student body.  Resident athletes must live in one of the following 
residence halls and may live with non-athlete roommates: 

Afton Hall (19 spaces reserved) 
Bowman Hall (70 spaces reserved)  
Caldwell Hall (19 spaces reserved) 
Catawba Hall (21 spaces reserved)        
Elizabeth Hall (17 spaces reserved) 
Marion Hall (47 spaces reserved)  
Ritter Hall (19 spaces reserved) 
Wells I (12 spaces reserved) 
Wells II (11 spaces reserved)       

 

Athletes may also live in their respective Greek areas.  However, if an athlete lives in Greek housing 
other than Chesapeake Hall, that student may be required to move to an open hall during the 
breaks.   
 

Athletes will NOT have preference for off campus spaces.  If you are an athlete who wants to try 
for an off campus space you can enter the housing selection portal again beginning Wednesday, 
April 8 according to the number of credits you have earned and restart the process in order to 
search for available off campus spaces. 
 

It is important to understand that only 17% of current residents are athletes, and some of those 
students will graduate or move off  campus.  There will be plenty of housing left for non-athletes 
beginning April 8!

14 apartments are available 
Each apartment has one single bedroom, one double bedroom, a living room and full  

 kitchen 
Students may sign up for these apartments as triples 
Each bedroom has a closet 
Each apartment has a washer and dryer 
The College will provide a bed, desk, desk chair, and dresser for each resident 
The College will provide a dining table and 4 chairs for each apartment 

 
 
Beginning next fall Afton, Catawba, and Elizabeth Halls will remain open during all break periods in 
the regular academic year. Afton and Catawba Halls will remain open year round with the             
exception of a 2 week period at the end of the summer so the rooms can be prepared for new oc-
cupants (summer rent will apply).  Beginning next spring, if a student squats his/her room for the 
following year in either of these halls, that student will not be required to vacate during the 2 
week period at the end of the  summer.  The student must be reenrolled for the following fall se-
mester in order to remain in these halls after the intensive learning term.   
 

Students who do not reside in Afton, Catawba, or Elizabeth Halls and who wish to remain on cam-
pus during break periods (except  
the winter break) for reasons other than by invitation of the College may seek approval to remain 
on campus at a rate of $35 per night.   
 
 
 

Students who receive an off campus space are allowed to take one roommate (same gender) with 
them.  We will no longer require the roommates to be in the same class, chronologically or credit-
wise. 

 

If a student receives an off campus space, and later decides that he/she wants to live on campus, 
that student may select from whatever rooms are still available as long as the housing selection 
portal is still open. 
 

Important—Off campus spaces are very limited for next year!!  Do NOT sign a lease until you have 
been released for off campus living!!
